Till then it has to stay under your landlords 
name and he will charge you until you have your SSN.

Taking your vehicle to Germany: 
For custom in Germany you will need title and registra-
tion of the car for the last 6 months (counting backwards 
from day of departure), and conversion.

How to get your Security Deposit Back: 
Within 30 days after you have moved, the landlord must mail 
an itemized list of damages claimed against the tenant’s se-
curity deposit.  He must list the estimated cost of repair for 
each damaged item. 
The landlord needs to enclose a check or money order for 
the amount of the security deposit. Failure to comply may 
result in the loss of a claim to the security deposit.
